What is the stewardship campaign?  

It is when we ask people to consider their financial commitment to the parish.  

Why should I give?  
Four compelling reasons for giving are: 

¶ The Bible teaches us that we should be generous in supporting the Church and 

other institutions which serve DƻŘΩǎ ǇǳǊǇƻǎŜǎ. 

God is generous and we are called to be like Him. 

¶ We are determined to grow - in faith, in love, in diversity and in numbers - which 

means further financial investment in some areas. 

¶ We are responsible for the upkeep of two beautiful buildings at the heart of our 

two villages. 

¶ We do not receive support from the Government or any other central body and 

are therefore heavily reliant on contributions from those on the Electoral Roll 

and other well-wishers.

What is the new system? 
The PCC has taken the decision to move to a new system for  

collecting regular payments, ΨThe Parish Giving SchemeΩ.  

¶ It is a tried and tested collection system which has been in operation 

since 2008.  
¶ It administers Direct Debits on behalf of parishes and has already been 

adopted by hundreds of parishes across fourteen dioceses in England. 
 

Why are we changing to the Parish Giving Scheme? 
The overriding reason for this change is that it reduces the considerable burden 
the stewardship administration places upon our Stewardship Officer and 
Treasurer.
